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1. Introduction 

The Núcleo de Estudos em Sociologia, NES (Sociology Studies Unit) founded in 2001, is a 

scientific research institution funded by the FCT (Foundation for Science and Technology) and 

hosted by the Department of Sociology of the University of Minho.  

This research Unit is directed by Professor Manuel Carlos Silva (Associate Professor) who 

is assisted by the Deputy Director, Helena Machado (Assistant Professor). At the end of 2006, 

NES had 22 permanent researchers (14 of them holding a Ph.D. in December 2006), as well as 

5 associate researchers. Howerver, recent changes suggest that this number of researchers 

will increase even more in the near future. 

 
All researchers combine their research activity at NES with teaching on undergraduate 

and postgraduate courses. The senior researchers also supervise academic research, conduct 

internal and external examinations of MA and Ph.D. dissertations and supply professional 

expertise as evaluators of research grant applications. They also undertake extension 

activities as analysts and advisers in local and national organizations. This constitutes a 

privileged context for NES researchers; they learn to master the complex but also challenging 

articulation between scientific activity, teaching practices and extension activities based on 

the transfer of knowledge and application of scientific results in the surrounding 

environment, by answering to the demands of the community and of public and private 

entities.  

In its early years NES was subject to a first international evaluation commissioned by 

FCT (in 2002) and it was rated as «fair». The panel of evaluators considered that NES’s 

researchers were «a conscientious team of researchers, committed to the analysis of regional 

issues»1 and gave credit for some positive aspects of NES activities such as NES’s journal and 

the involvement of young researchers in research and development activities; yet they also 

considered that the team needed to make substantive efforts in order to promote 

dissemination of knowledge as well as to develop partnerships with other research centres, 

both at national and international level. 

The NES research team responded to this unfavourable evaluation through a process of 

careful reflection. Subsequently the team chose priority objectives to be accomplished during

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the following three years and to be consolidated thereafter. This strategic plan can be briefly 

described as follows: 

● Based on the competence and skills of NES’s members, on their desire to reinforce 

important scientific themes at national and international levels, as well as on the prevailing 

regional demands for extension activities and the transfer of knowledge to the surrounding 

community, it was decided to first develop NES’s activities in four directions: organizations 

and work; culture and lifestyles; social development and social inequalities; and health, 

family and social solidarity.  

● NES pursues an objective of scientific cooperation and exchange with national and 

foreign research units as well as the development of beneficial partnerships within public and 

private sectors in culture, education, economy, politics and social services, in such a way that 

the benefits of sociological studies are well disseminated and applied in society. 

● Other priorities for NES include the support of researchers through training and 

development activities, as well as increasing the number of publications and the 

dissemination of scientific results according to international and national quality standards.  

● Part of the key strategic orientations of NES is also the improvement of the 

involvement of young researchers in NES activities and the acknowledgment of the value of 

the link between teaching and research.  

 

This report was prepared in order to provide detailed information about NES’s activities 

during the period 2003-2006 and offers a welcome opportunity to highlight the broad range of 

NES’s work. This opportunity is all the more welcome given that FCT annual reports have to 

be produced in a rather standardized and brief format and are perhaps not fully suitable for 

explaining the full range of NES’s members’ activities for the period under consideration.  

There are some facts worth mentioning regarding the scientific activity of NES in 2003-

2006 that indicate that this period was simultaneously one of consolidation and change. 

 

• The organization of scientific events, at national and international level, as a 

central element of the strategy of openness and internationalisation on the part of 

NES researchers. These served both as a way of contributing to the training of those 

who are the typical target groups for this kind of event and as a means of 

establishing a closer relationship between the university and the community. 

• The participation of NES members both as proponents and principal researchers of 

projects, as well as members of teams coordinated by researchers from other 

research units, in projects funded by the POCI and POCTI programmes of FCT, by 

European Union Programmes, by national external entities and by public-sector 

funds.  

• The improvement of scientific cooperation and exchange with external research 

units, at national and international level, by NES’s members increased participation 

in international research networks. 
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• The renewal of the NES journal, in order to incorporate higher quality standards, 

with the inclusion of an external refereeing committee. 

• The increasing publishing activity and participation in scientific events, with the 

publication of 17 books, 35 chapters in books, 50 proceedings of scientific events, 

14 articles in international journals, 49 articles in national journals, 67 

presentations of papers at international meetings, 75 presentations of papers at 

national meetings, and the production of 32 working papers and reports. 

• The expansion of the dissemination of scientific results through the use of the 

RepositoriUM – a University-based institutional repository for research materials 

and scholarly publications of the University of Minho, freely available in digital 

formats. 

• The creation of an Internet site for NES, with diverse information about its 

researchers, projects, activities, publications and organization of scientific 

meetings (http://www.cics.uminho.pt) 

• The continuation of extension activities and the transfer of scientific knowledge to 

serve the community, namely by responding to the demands and requirements 

made by local cultural political, economic and industrial organizations.  

• The redesign of the undergraduate and postgraduate courses in Sociology, in 

order to make more effective links between teaching and research.  

 

It must be noted that one crucial target was accomplished by the NES team which was a 

kind of a precondition for the successful attainment of the goals for these three years: an 

increase in the number of Ph.D. holders. While in 2002 NES had five researchers holding a 

Ph.D., in 2006 it had fourteen. This enlargement of the number of NES senior researchers was 

an important enhancement concerning the most essential resources of any research unit: the 

qualification of its human resources. 

Even though the major step of improving NES researchers’ training was attained, the 

goal of developing the skills of its researchers is a permanent commitment within NES. NES is 

also committed to supporting junior researchers, for example by increasing the involvement 

of FCT fellows and Ph.D. and Masters students in NES activities. 

Taking into consideration the overall activities developed by NES in the period 2003-

2006, our own assessment is distinctly positive. However, some difficulties are yet to be 

overcome.  

One of the most evident obstacles to NES research activities was the scarcity of 

funding. The classification of «fair» given to NES at its first international evaluation 

coordinated by the Foundation for Science and Technology (FCT) had as consequence a 

restriction in the budget available to NES’s research activities. 

Although FCT is not the only possible source of funding, it is surely one of the most vital 

in the Portuguese context. Accordingly it should also be mentioned that, during the period of 

2003-2006, the Foundation for Science and Technology only opened two calls for applications

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for research projects in all scientific domains (2004 and 2006). The fact that calls for research 

projects do not open more frequently and on a more continuous basis was also a severe 

restriction on the possible access to funding. 

The low level of funding resources in NES has certainly prevented a more effective 

development of research activities and dissemination of results (namely through limiting 

presentation of papers at international meetings and the production of publications edited 

and organized by NES). It has also prevented the appointment of additional full-time 

researchers and administrative personnel. At present and during the whole period of 2003-

2006, only one administrative technician has been assisting NES, the same person who 

simultaneously supports all the seven research units integrated in the Institute for Social 

Sciences of the University of Minho. The shortage of administrative personnel has the 

consequence that NES researchers have to spend much of their time involved in tasks of a 

more administrative and bureaucratic nature.  

Finally, the absence of a specific policy and strategy at the level of the University as a 

whole that monitors, develops and maximises the desirable link between teaching and 

research has posed additional difficulties for NES. One possible way of achieving this 

integration would be to incorporate research and teaching hours in calculations of workloads. 

However, the relationship between teaching and research is of vital value within NES. Thus, 

during 2005 Sociology undergraduate and postgraduate courses were redesigned in order to 

promote the mutually beneficial synergies of teaching and research. 

Difficulties can be either a burden or an instigator of progress and improvement. It is 

NES’s belief that this team has successfully chosen the latter. We hope that this report of the 

activities carried out in 2003-2006, a period that closes an FCT evaluation cycle, 

demonstrates that NES members have managed to transmute difficulties into to progress. 

2. Objectives 

NES’s main aims are to research in a number of areas of social life, namely: 

organizations and work; culture and lifestyles; social development and social inequalities; and 

health, family and social solidarity.  

Underlying NES’s scientific research is the desire to contribute to the production of 

innovative knowledge about the surrounding social reality, both at a local and regional level, 

and about Portuguese society as a whole, its processes of change and reproduction, and its 

articulations with social transformations at a global level.  

NES is also committed to advancing understanding of its region and locality through a 

strong articulation with public institutions and local communities, especially with bodies 

representing local authorities, the commercial sector, and public and private associations of 

various kinds.  
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3. Strategic Orientations 

The main strategic orientations of NES are: 

• to promote research in a variety of sociological areas in a spirit of openness and 

interdisciplinarity;  

• to support its senior and junior researchers through training and development 

activities;  

• to pursue the objective of scientific cooperation and exchange with national and 

foreign research units, in particular by involving NES in research networks and by organizing 

scientific meetings;  

• to render services to the community that are closely tied to the activities of the 

research unit;  

• to support the dissemination of research results;  

• to stimulate and consolidate partnerships with other higher education institutions for 

such purposes as post-graduate training and for developing the skills of researchers.  

4. Thematic Areas 

NES is committed to pursue and consolidate its research within the framework of four 

broadly conceived thematic areas: 

• Culture and Lifestyles; 

• Family, Health and Social Solidarity; 

• Organisations, Work and Quality; 

• Politics, Development and Social Inequalities. 

 

Each thematic area is coordinated by one senior researcher who supervises the 

implementation of research projects, the report of activities of the research team and the 

dissemination of results in the form of publications and organization of scientific events. 

4.1. Thematic Area 1: Culture and Lifestyles 

Coordinator: Albertino Gonçalves (albertino@ics.uminho.pt) 

A central concern of the research carried out in this area is how forms of social life 

develop through social interaction and the interpretation of everyday life. It sets out from a 

perspective which combines the macro and micro-scales structure and action in relation to 

both large-scale historical developments and more ephemeral phenomena.  

The members of this team have been developing research in the following domains: 

social movements, social relations and social identities as these relate to gender, religion, 

the region and the nation; collective rituals; representations and uses of space and time; the

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relationship between the public and the private; the life course; the body, leisure and sport; 

culture; art; worldviews and social imaginaries. 

4.2. Thematic Area 2: Family, Health and Social Solidarity 

Coordinator: Maria Engrácia Leandro (engracia@ics.uminho.pt) 

The research developed within this framework aims to analyse the current 

transformation and the emergence of new interrelations and configurations between family, 

health and medicine and social solidarities.  

This group has focused its attention on processes of doctor-patient interactions; family 

as being both a performer and user of healthcare; familial solidarities as forms of diminishing 

poverty and social exclusion and its articulation to welfare policies and citizenship. 

4.3. Thematic Area 3: Organisations, Work and Quality 

Coordinator: Ana Paula Marques (amarques@ics.uminho.pt) 

The studies carried out by this group seeks to consolidate knowledge related with the 

socio-organisational phenomena from the point of view of organisational structures and their 

functioning in terms of power relations, systems of signification and cultures.  

This team has been conducting studies on such topics as the quality of organisations, 

the perceptions of various actors in the face of socio-organisational change, changes in the 

nature and content of work, processes of identity fragmentation among professional groups 

and the transformation of the employment/unemployment. 

4.4. Thematic Area 4: Politics, Development and Social Inequalities 

Coordinator: Helena Machado (hmachado@ics.uminho.pt) 

The activities developed by this group of researchers encompass actual configurations 

of citizenship, development and its complex articulation at local, regional and trans-national 

levels and processes and patterns of social inequality.  

The following subjects have all been relevant for this thematic area: ethnicity, racism 

and multiculturalism; inequalities of class and gender, especially in relation to female 

prostitution and access to justice; poverty and social exclusion; the information society, 

knowledge and virtual citizenship; the uses and the discourses of science; the relationship 

between new technologies and the public, particularly the cases of environmental monitoring 

and of the administration of justice.

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5. Decision-Making  

(i) The Director, coordinates the scientific activity of NES and acts as the external 

representative for NES. The postholder is elected every three years by a General Assembly of 

Researchers. He or she is responsible for implementing the guidelines formulated by the 

General Assembly and Scientific Committee; for coordinating and overseeing the 

administrative and technical services that support research (logistics, maintenance, 

accounting, clerical work, etc.); and for submitting annual reports to the General Assembly 

through the Management Committee. He or she is assisted by the Deputy Director, who is 

selected by the Director from the scientific coordinators of the Research Lines. 

Professor Albertino Gonçalves, Head of the Department of Sociology at the time of 

NES’s foundation, was the first person to lead the unit (2002-2003). In 2004 Professor Manuel 

Carlos Silva was elected by the NES Assembly; he has appointed Professor Helena Machado as 

the Deputy Director. 

(ii) The Management Committee formulates and implements the guidelines for NES’s 

activities; it coordinates and oversees the administrative and technical support for research 

(logistics, maintenance, accounting, clerical work, etc.); it also submits annual reports to the 

General Assembly.  

(iii) The Scientific Committee is composed of all permanent researchers with doctoral 

degrees and one representative of non-doctoral researchers. It deliberates on all issues 

related to research activities. 

(iv) The General Assembly of Researchers is composed of all permanent researchers. 

(v) The External Scientific Committee is composed of national and foreign 

researchers, external to the University of Minho; it assesses NES’s research activities. 

 

6. Membership in 2003-2006 

In the period under consideration, NES had a total of twenty seven researchers, 22 of 

them working on a permanent basis. Of these permanent members, fourteen hold a Ph.D. 

and, among these, there are four individuals holding post-doctoral qualifications (agregação). 
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Three of the associate researchers hold a Ph.D. and one of them has a post-doctoral 

qualification as well (agregação).

7. Facilities and Equipment 

The facilities at the University of Minho are of high quality as has been attested in 

several evaluations conducted by external referees. Despite this high general quality, there 

remain some shortcomings which affect teaching, studying and research in NES and the 
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Department of Sociology. The recent move to a new building (in 2006) has already addressed 

some of those limitations.

University libraries, among which the library of the Institute for Social Sciences 

deserves a special reference, are also a good indicator of the quality of the facilities and 

services offered to University users. Just within these two libraries NES has access to a wide 

and up-to-date range of publications, including works of reference and specialized Portuguese 

and foreign journals.

Electronic equipment and computer resources are also of a good standard, appropriate 

to most of the demands that research in Social Science nowadays tends to present. For 

example, the whole campus is equipped with a network of "hotspots" for wireless connection 

to the Internet, allowing students and researchers to link their laptop computers to the Net at 

their discretion. This has the additional advantage of allowing a more efficient exploitation of 

space within the Institute for Social Sciences and, ultimately, within NES.  

 
Detail of the University Campus 

NES, like other research units of the University, benefits from all these resources. 

However, in our case there is still a relative shortage of working space: with only one room 

for the general support for NES activities and one multipurpose laboratory for students and 

researchers, even though both rooms are properly equipped with computers, including some 

specialized software for the social sciences. In addition there is the teaching laboratory.

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At the end of 2005, NES in conjunction with other research units of the Institute for 

Social Sciences was granted extra funding in the frame of the National Programme for the 

Renewal of Scientific Equipment. The project REEQ/619/SOA/2005 (LASICS – Laboratory of 

Information Systems for the Reserach in Social Sciences) allowed the aquisition of new 

equipment, including a high speed colour duplex scanner, which runs with the also acquired 

Teleform data automation software.

Other acquisitions made in the period covered by this report include 4 computer 

workstations, 1 laptop computer, a digital photo camera and a hard drive camcorder, as well 

as other ordinary items. The total amount invested in these equipments was €40 383,88 (€36 

115,05 from the LASICS project and €4 268,83 from NES funds). 

8. Teaching and Programme of Studies – Undergraduate Course in 
Sociology 

Research benefits teaching, partly by making students 'stakeholders' in the research of 

the university, but also by helping staff to link in an effective way what can easily be two 

almost separate jobs: 'teacher' and 'researcher’. In view of the central nature of research and 

teaching, the teaching activities and the programme of undergraduate studies in Sociology at 

the University of Minho were designed to address the research and teaching nexus through the 

formal programme of studies, as is explained below.  

The Sociology course integrates two main areas: social policies and work and 

organizations. The first of these is closely related with two of the thematic areas of research 

developed by NES: Family, health and social solidarity and politics, development and social 

Acquisitions made by NES (2003-2006):

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inequalities. The second area of training is related with the line of research on Organizations, 

work and Quality. Finally, the area of research on Culture and lifestyles has a more 

transversal profile. 

There is a great interest that each NES researcher can give lectures and develop 

teaching activities accordingly to his/her main area of research. Therefore, theoretical and 

practical lessons are ensured to be structured in a manner that students and teachers may 

develop their skills and foster their knowledge in specific areas of interest which are taken 

into account in NES planning. Nevertheless, in several cases, in order to implement a 

multidisciplinary scientific practice, there is the need to match different scientific and 

academic interests to better respond to society needs.  

Although research activities carried out by NES members creates impacts across the 

diverse years of undergraduation degree, it is more noticeable during the final year. In this 

last stage of the graduation level, there is the need for students to make a seminar which 

may be exclusively done at the university or may be conducted in other type of organization 

(public or private). During this period of time students are asked to develop their research 

skills and use the concepts and theories which have been acquired along their course. Hence, 

NES members, especially those who are also teachers, are making an effort to integrate ever 

more students in their research projects in order to deepen the pedagogic continuity.  

The same principles of action are embedded in master course program of studies. 

Regarding Bologna requirements and despite the fact that the process of 

conceptualization of the new format of the undergraduate and postgraduate program of 

studies monitored and coordinated within the Sociology Department, there was a 

preoccupation on matching in a more acute manner, the NES research program with the 

pedagogical projects. Concerning this, both the undergraduation course and the master 

course were reformulated taking into account some of the more recent research thematic 

areas developed by NES members. As a result of the prevailing awareness that teaching 

activities should be closely articulated with research activities, the program of studies on 

Sociology undergraduation that will be implemented from September 2006 will contemplate 

four education areas: 

• Work and organizations 

• Development and social inequalities 

• Health, family and society  

• Culture and lifestyles 

Both the undergraduation and the master degree in Sociology are structured according 

to three articulated and interdependent directions: 

v Teaching – respond to a renewed paradigm of teaching-learning presented in the 

implicit nature and structure of the “Bologna Process” by promoting the development 

of a guided curriculum in which the student is an active subject taking responsibility 

for his/her own skills; 
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v Research – link effectively the pedagogic programmes to the research projects of 

Sociology Department, so to construct a graduation path in which the skills for 

investigation are strongly privileged, whether to be used in academic contexts, or to 

be utilized in labour market organizations, in general; 

v Professionalization – Improvement of professional profiles through a programme to 

be followed in the 2nd cycle, when it is possible to get a more specialized and recent 

knowledge across the several areas. 

The guarantee of effective links between teaching and research is not an impossible 

mission but it is not either an accomplished mission. Much more effort to strength the links 

between research and teaching has to be done. There has to be created specific policies and 

strategies from the part of the University as a whole in order to monitor, develop and 

maximise these beneficial synergies. 

9. Post-graduate Studies 

9.1. Masters degree 

During the period 2003-2006, the Department of Sociology has offered four 

postgraduate courses that normally lead to Master of Sociology degree. The Heads of this 

referred master courses, as well as the scientific coordination are carried out by some of the 

senior researchers of NES, as well as most teaching activities and tutorials. However, lectures 

and researchers from other Departments of the University of Minho are also involved in some 

specific courses of the program of studies. 

 
 

 

These Master courses are distributed by the following specializations: Sociology of 

Culture and Lifestyles; Sociology of Family and Social Solidarities; Sociology of Health; 

Sociology of Organizations and Development of Human Resources. Each one corresponds to a 

well specific area of NES research activities, which has the advantage to attract not only 

Sociologists but also professionals from different scientific areas as Management, Social 

Communication, History, Anthropology, Psychology, Economy, Nursing and Medicine. 

All these graduate courses have a taught program with two different types of courses: 

compulsory courses in Sociological Theories, Methodology of Social Sciences, core disciplines 

4 postgraduate Sociology courses were offered in this period: 

Sociology of Culture and Lifestyles 

Sociology of Family and Social Solidarities 

Sociology of Health 

Sociology of Organizations and Development of Human Resources 
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of the specific area of specialization and optional courses. The programs intend to blend 

practical experience with rigorous sociological analysis. 

This offer of Masters programs has some key purposes: 

(i) Teaching – meeting a renewed paradigm of teaching-apprenticeship in which the 

student is an active builder of the apprenticeship; 

(ii) Research – teaching rested on scientific research including proceedings that 

indicate the potential of application of the investigation in the concrete contexts of 

inquiry and intervention, in the current or future contexts of professional activity; 

(iii) Professionalization – development and value increase of professional competences, 

or even a redirection of professional itineraries. 

Expected results:  

(i) Realize the role of Sociology in the context of the understanding and explanation of 

the reproduction and transformation within modern societies 

(ii) Develop innovatory analyses on the problematic issues that cross identities and 

practices, social representations of the individuals and the groups, institutions and 

societies 

(iii) Demonstrate ability to analyse and intervene on sociological problems, in a 

multidisciplinary way and in concrete contexts of professional activity. 

Relevance of the offered training: 

Holders of a Master of Sociology degree work within diverse organizational and 

communitarian contexts. They are prepared to use their knowledge, so they can find or 

develop their job in public administration, enterprises, development associations, 

institutions of social solidarity, teaching and in other sectors. Employers have been 

recognizing the flexibility and professional competence of these graduates. The 

experience of the Master of Sociology degree in the University of Minho has been 

showing that there is, by part of these professionals, a capacity to respond to these 

multiple necessities in terms of the labour market. 

9.2. Ph.D. degree 

One of the most outstanding accomplishments by the part of the NES’s researchers 

during the period of 2003-2006 was the increment of the number of Ph.D. holders: from only 

five Ph.D. researchers in 2002, at the end of 2006 there were 14 in that condition. It is also 

noticeable that two of the NES’s senior researchers have attained the production of their 

post-doctoral dissertations. 

NES and the Department of Sociology offers the chance and the necessary conditions for 

the achievement of a Ph.D. degree, namely to undertake supervision of academic work and 

preparation of Ph.D. dissertation, to benefit from national and internally based initiatives of 

research and of organization of scientific meetings.

There were 6 issues of Sociedade e Cultura, covering most of the major areas of research 

currently being conducted by NES. 

In 2005 NES decided to review its journal: new, higher quality standards were adopted 

and the periodical was rebranded as Configurações – Revista de Sociologia [Configurations – 

Journal of Sociology]. An advisory board was constituted with nationally and internationally 

renowned social scientists. Most needed and welcomed was the adoption of the peer review 

process. It is NES belief that these quality assuring mechanisms will reinforce NES’s profile in 

national and international social research.

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19. Funding During 2003-2006 (FCT & other sources) 

In the period between 2003 and 2006, the overall funding that NES received was € 

41.713,82. This amount was allocated to the thematic areas as follows:

The FCT (Foundation for Science and Technology) provided most of the funding (57%), 

with the remainder originating predominantly from within the Department’s own funds (for 

example, from the share of postgraduate tuition fees that the Department receives).  

As to the priorities for funding, bringing out NES’s own publications (among which the 

journal and several books should be highlighted) was most highly ranked, followed by the 

organization of scientific events. In some cases, researchers’ participation in relevant 

scientific meetings in Portugal or abroad was also supported. 

Other sources of funding should not be neglected. These are identified, in this report, 

in the sections dedicated to extension activities, research projects and participation in R&D 

networks. However, the total amounts of these funds aren’t here included as some of the 

characteristics of these activities and projects (time-span, coordination or participation by 

external researchers) do not coincide with the criteria used in this section. 

20. Funding Needs  

NES’s needs for funding to support research are at present acute. NES’s members are 

currently facing an excessive workload, particularly in relation to the implementation and 

follow-up of the new Sociology’s degrees plans (undergraduate, Masters and Ph.D. degrees). 

An enhancement of funding is thus vital, for example, to acquire qualified administrative and 

research services and to ensure an adequate scientific that the main research outcomes are 

properly publicised. 

This is crucial to attract more Masters and Ph.D. students, not only from Portugal but 

from other countries as well. We believe NES has the material and scientific conditions to 

receive graduate and post-graduate students either from Portuguese speaking countries or 

anywhere else. However, in order to achieve that, we need to guarantee, firstly, that our 

research is continually represented in leading social science forums and that it is publicised 

through the right media. 
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Our research unit faced a structural change with the recent completion of an important 

number of Ph.D. dissertations. The need of a new framework for further post-doctoral 

research is more demanding in terms of funding: more publications, more national and 

international cooperation, more scientific meetings – noticeably, the huge increase in the 

number of meetings in 2005 is already a good example of the reinforcement of NES’ 

commitment with the debate and publication of its scientific production. 

Finally, electronic equipment and software tend to become rapidly outdated and need 

to be replaced or renewed: this is already the case with some of the computers we are 

currently using.
